Subject: Petition to the Norwegian Authorities to Assist the Ahwazi, Mr. Saied Saki

Excellencies, 

We, the Ahwazis in exile, wish to express our heartfelt gratitude to the Norwegian Government for assisting the oppressed and persecuted Ahwazis in Iran by admitting them into your country, where they have been enjoying safety and liberty. The Ahwazi community currently living in Norway, and elsewhere, were victims of grieve violations of human rights, which have been widely practiced by the Iranian regime vis-à-vis the Arabs in Al-Ahwaz region. The Ahwazi population has been under the Iranian occupation since 1925. They have been facing arbitrary detentions, torture, arbitrary executions and other forms of discrimination and excessive punishments for claiming their basic cultural and political rights. The Iranian regime has been pursuing the Ahwazi political opponents worldwide, especially in Syria and Iraq where they have an extended arm and great influence.
One of the victims of the Iranian regime is Mr. Saied Saki. He fled Iran out of well-founded fear of persecution due to his political opinion and ethnicity as an Ahwazi Arab. After his arrival to Syria, UNHCR Damascus granted him refugee status and processed resettlement for him to Norway. Very shortly prior to his departure, he was handed over by the Syrian authorities to Iran. I, the undersigned Ahwazis in exile, as well as his family member in Iran, wish to express our deep concerns about the fate of Mr. Saki in Iran and appeal to the Norwegian Government to assist in releasing Mr. Saki, through your good offices, in order to allow him to proceed to Norway.
